DRT Library Hosts 18" Texas History Forum in Alamo Hall

Is Texas a southern or awestern state? Participatein the discussion that is sure to follow Dr. Randolph
Campbd|’s presentation “Writing Goneto Texas. The Search for a‘Usable Past” for the Lone Star State” at the
18" Texas History Forum arranged by the Daughters of the Republic of Texas under the guidance of Historian
General Madge Thornall Roberts in Alamo Hall on the Alamo Complex, San Antonio, Texas.

Other presentations include Dr. Kenneth Hafertepe "Sam and Mary Maverick® San Antonio" and Dr.
Cynthia Brandimarte, "Teling Lives: Reading Biography and Identity in Historic Texas Houses.”

Historians often speak of their work as providing a“usable past,” a history that explains the present in terms
of the past and offers guideposts to the future. Dr. Campbell’s study, Gone to Texas: A History of the Lone Star
Sate (2003), argues that Texas today is best understood as part of the American South — a placethat is
essentially southern in culture from its earliest settlement by migrants from the United States until the twenty-
first century. Gone to Texas recognizes that contemporary Texas may be on the verge of becoming more
southwestern than southern, but argues that many years are yet to pass before the state will be better understood
as southwestern rather than southern.

Born in Charlottesville, Virginia, Dr. Campbdll received a Ph.D. in United States history from the
University of Virginiain 1966. He became a member of the Department of History at the University of North
Texas (then North Texas State University) that same year and now holds the rank of Regents Professor of
History. His research has focused on the history of Texas in the nineteenth century. His works include A
Southern Community in Crisis: Harrison County, Texas, 1850-1880 (1983); An Empire for Savery: The
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Peculiar Institution in Texas, 1821-1865 (1989); Sam Houston and the American Southwest (1993); Grass-
Roots Reconstruction in Texas, 1865-1880 (1997); and Gone to Texas: A History of the Lone Star Sate (2003).
In 2004 Southern Methodist University published his new edition of Frederick Law Olmsted’'s A Journey
Through Texas: Or, A Saddle-Trip on the Southwestern Frontier in The Library of Texas series. He served as an
advisory editor on county entries and wrote numerous entries for The New Handbook of Texas, 1996. 1n 1993-
1994, he served as president of the Texas State Historical Association.

At the turn of the century, some house interiors could have appeared only in Texas; others might have been
located almost anywherein the United States. In “Telling Lives: Reading Biography and Identity in Historic
Texas Houses,” Dr. Cynthia Brandimarte will focus on what can be said in particular about Texas houses and
Texans' “identity” as expressed in household furnishings — and what must be attributed to other factors. A wide
range of Texas interiors that existed in homes dating to the decades just before and just after 1900 will be shown
in an array of original photographs from all over the state, illustrating how some Texans in their very home
decoration displayed their ethnicity, regional affiliation, occupation, and other special characteristics. Viewers
will gain a new appreciation for just how “telling” house interiors can be. Dr. Brandimarte serves as Director of
the Historic Sites Program in the State Parks Division at Texas Parks and Wildlife Department in Austin. After
earning a Ph.D. in American Studies at the University of Texas, she worked both at Panhandle-Plains Historical
Museum in Canyon, Texas, and at Harris County Heritage Society in Houston; consulted with numerous
environmental firms statewide; and then joined Parks and Wildlife, first as historian and later as Director of the
Cultural Resources Program in 1992. Brandimarte established a new graduate Public History Program at Texas
State University in San Marcos and then returned in 2001 to Parks and Wildlife to accept the newly created
position of Senior Advisor for Historic Sites. Author of the award-winning book, Inside Texas: Cultural,
Identity, and Houses, 1878-1920, Brandimarte has written for Winterthur Portfolio, Southwestern Historical
Quarterly, and The Public Historian. She lectures widely on Texas history and American material culture and
teaches graduate courses in Public History and American Studies.

Dr. Kenneth Hafertepe, associate professor and director of academic programs and graduate studies in the
Department of Museum Studies at Baylor University, plans to speak about "Sam and Mary Maverick® San
Antonio." Hewill focus on their houses, but will also address the transformation of San Antonio from the town
that they cameto in 1835 to the antebellum city that they helped to build. A native of Dallas, Dr. Hafertepe
attended Georgetown University in Washington, D.C., majoring in government. He earned his doctoral degree
in American civilization at The University of Texas at Austin. While still in graduate school, he published his
first book America’s Castle: The Evolution of the Smithsonian Building and Its Institution, 1840-1878 (1984).
During his stay in Austin, he worked as a tour guide at the French Legation Museum and published a brief
history of the house, A History of the French Legation in Texas: Alphonse Dubois de Saligny and His House.
Another volume, on Ashton Villain Galveston, soon followed. From 1987 to 1990 Ken and his wife, Kim,
were resident managers at the Neill-Cochran House Museum in Austin, which inspired him to write a book on
the architect and builder of the house, Abner Cook: Master Builder on the Texas Frontier. Hewas director of
academic programs at Historic Deerfield, a museum of New England history and art, for ten years, and taught
material culture seminars for Smith College and the University of Massachusetts.  With James O’ Gorman of
Wellesley College, he co-edited American Architects and Their Books, and also contributed an essay on Asher
Benjamin to that volume. His award-winning article, “The Romantic Rhetoric of the Spanish Governor’s
Palace, San Antonio, Texas,” appeared in the Southwestern Historical Quarterly in October 2003, and in July
2005 he published a second article in the Quarterly, “The Texas Homes of Sam and Mary Maverick.

Madge Roberts, DRT Historian General, is afourth-generation DRT member, aretired e ementary teacher,
and the author of several award-winning books on Texas history: Mrs. Roberts was chairman of the DRT
committee that erected the Wall of History on the Alamo grounds and served on the L ong Barrack Restoration
Project.

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Focus on the Collections:

Battle of Flowers Association Records

For over a century, San Antonians and visitors to the city have eagerly anticipated the Battle of Flowers
parade, the climax of the annual Fiesta San Antonio celebration. The tens of thousands who throng the
downtown area and those who watch the television broadcast of the parade may little realize the months of
work that go into organizing the parade, courtesy of the women of the Battle of Flowers Association. The
details of that effort may be found in the records of the association, one of the largest collections housed at
the DRT library.

From itsoriginsin 1891 as an event to commemorate the Battle of San Jacinto and the visit to San
Antonio of President Benjamin Harrison, to the chartering of the Battle of Flowers Association in 1914, to
the pageantry of today’s parade, the Battle of Flowers has remained one of the city’ s signature events. The
records of the association date to the
simpler early days of the parade and
chart the growth of the organization
into one consisting of dozens of
committees involving countless
volunteer hours spent organizing not
only the parade but the annual
oratorical and Texas history essay
contest and the band festival, another
popular Fiestaevent. Asthe
Association has grown, its records
have become correspondingly
complex, consisting of minutes, the
reports of officers and committee
members, parade lists, programs and
other printed material, photographs,
and film and video, including some
silent footage of a parade from the
1920s.

The Battle of Flowers had housed
some of itsrecords a the DRT Library
asearly asthe 1970s. In 1993, the
organization voted to make the DRT
Library the repository for its archives, and a magjor transfer of old records was made to the library from their
warehouse storage place. Since then, the organization has regularly added its non-current records along
with photographs and memorabilia contributed by members.

Asadetailed record of Battle of Flowers Association events, the records provide an important resource
to members of the organization and to researchers interested in the history of a significant social event. The
records complement the library’ s many other sources on Fiesta, including records of the Order of the
Alamo, the Fiesta San Antonio Collection of printed material and artifacts, the many Fiesta vertical files,
photograph files, and published material.
