New additionsto Gentilz Materia

Thelibrary recently acquired a small collection of very special material associated with the early Texas artist
Theodore Gentilz, who first came to San Antonio in 1844 as one of Henri Castro®colonists. This material
complements the Gentilz-Frételliére Family Papers purchased in the late 1960s and 1970s, and the more recent
acquisitions from the William Morrow and Mary Sue Wisdom collections, made possible by generous grants from
the Elizabeth Huth Coates Charitable Foundation of 1992 and The Summerlee

Foundation.

Gentilz was for many years ateacher of art and perspective drawing in San
Antonio, and what is believed to be one of histools for drawing curves and circles isincluded in this acquisition —a
hand-made wood compass, almost 18 inches long, with a hinged head, carved from long-leaf pine.

What is not as well-known is that Gentilz also taught model-making, and in this
collection are agroup of plaster casts and molds of various subjects, including Aztec
calendars that still have attached fragments of Gentilz® carefully hand-written notes
on the Zodiac, and portrait models which were probably used for classroom copying.

Gentilz was a founding member and long-time secretary of the French Mutual
Aid Society in San Antonio, and his personal copy of the 1876 yearbook of the
organization, with his monogram hand-drawn on the back cover and his membership
card inserted inside, is part of this collection.

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Focus on the Collections:

Katherine McGowen Brashear Papers

In the early years of the 19" century, the use of autograph albums became a popular custom in the United States.
Texans embraced the trend, and three fine early examples that feature the women of a prominent Houston and Harris
County family have been added to the DRT Library collection.

Sarah Robinson Christopher, a Pennsylvania native, came to Texas in the 1830s. Widowed soon after, in 1840 she
married Alexander McGowen, an Alabaman who was to represent Harris County at the 1845 convention that approved the
annexation of Texas to the United States, and who would serve three terms as mayor of Houston. Mrs. McGowen kept an
autograph album containing entries from 1838, though most of the entries date from 1845-1852 during her residencein
Houston. Often touching on rdigious themes, several inscriptions came from clergymen, including Methodist minister
Orceneth Fisher.

The McGowen's daughter Katherine, bornin 1844, filled
two autograph albumsin her teen years. Inscriptions from
friends, usualy in verse form, overflow with emotion and
sentiment, bestowing wishes for future happiness and asking
for her remembrance. The themes of loss and parting arise
frequently, and even take a melancholy turn, as in the words of
Sue L. Ransom, writing in 1860:

“When thou on some succeeding day
May chance these leavesto turn
When | perhaps have turned to clay
And friends have ceased to mourn

Oh do not thus unheeded pass
Thelines| here have penned
But think of her whowasin life
Thy kind and loving friend”

A year after the latest entry, Kate McGowen married John J.
Brashear, a lawyer who would serve in the Confederate army
and who was elected Harris County Judge after the war. One
of their children, Sam Houston Brashear, continued the family
tradition of public service, holding the office of mayor of
Houston from 1898-1901.

In addition to the albums, the Brashear papersinclude a
bound volume of sheet music used by Katherine McGowen.
Published in the 1840s and 50s, the sd ections include several
works by Texas composers, along with popular favorites of the
period.

The Brashear papers were the generous gift of

Maurice M. Adams of Austin, the great-grandson of Katherine

M cGowen Brashear, and were given in memory of his mother, This elaborate entry in the autograph album of Katherine
Mary McAshan Adams, on behalf of himself and his brothers, McGowen from F. Augustus G., dated Sept. 1861, begins
Alexander and Norman Adams. “In future days of mirth/When you these pages scan/And

on memory’s hearth, the latent embers fan.”
