Mrs. Wilkinson also emphasized that The Alamo receives no state or federal funding and that operational and
preservation support is made possible exclusively through the efforts of the Daughters of the Republic of Texas.

Carolyn Peterson, Vice-President and Director of Historic Preservation and Design at Ford, Powell & Carson
and the senior architect directing the master site planning, explained "Our challenge is the overwhelming need for
expanded space to appropriatdy interpret the historic site, improve access to our priceless artifacts and library

Thelatest donation of Maverick family
correspondence by Laura Maverick Graves Avery
adds two generations to the family record. The gift
includes letters of Emilie Chilton Maverick, wife of
William H. Maverick, written to family and friends,
many dating from the coupl€' s European
honeymoon of 1873. Providing alively and detailed
account of their six months traveling through France,
Germany, Switzerland, and Italy, the |etters describe

the many sights and people encountered, including
an audience with Pope Pius IX. Lettersto and from
other family members, legal and financial
documents, printed items, school compositions by
brothers William and L ewis Maverick and
photographs are also part of the papers.

Another extensive body of lettersis associated
with Laura Maverick, daughter of William H. and
Emilie Maverick, written while she attended
Wheaton Seminary in Norton, Massachusetts, in
1895-1896. Some
later |ettersto her
father and letters
from her daughter
are also included.

The multi-generational mark left on San Antonio
by members of the Tobin family isrecorded in
papers and photographs representing several family
members given to the library by Ann Tobin,
descendant of John W. Smith, the first post-Texas
independence mayor of San Antonio, through his
daughter Josephine Augusta Smith who married
Capt. William G. Taobin.

Included in the donation is a June 24, 1836 letter
from Gen. Thomas J. Rusk, commander of the
Texian army, to Antonio Lépez de Santa Anna, then
being held prisoner in Texas. Init, Rusk places the
blame for the recent conflict on Mexico, accusing its
forces of “practice[ing] the brutal principles of
savagewar.” Rusk appearsto be willing to deflect
some individual responsibility from Santa Anna for
the execution of the prisoners at Goliad, placing the
greater burden of blame on Gen. José Urrea. The
letter may have become part of the Tobin papers
through John W. Smith, a messenger from the
Alamo who later served as mayor of San Antonio
and a representative to the Congress of the Republic
of Texas.

Also in the papersis a photograph of Smith’s
daughter, Josephine, who married William Gerard
Tobin, a South Carolinian who came to San Antonio

Dr. Schweitzer is Alumni
Distinguished Professor at the
University of Tennessee and holds
BA, MS, and PhD degreesin
Chemistry, an MA in the History of
Religion, a PhD in History of
Science, and an ScD (Doctor of
Science) in Philosophy of Science.

2006 June Franklin Naylor Award

The Daughters of the Republic of Texas Library Committeeis
pleased to announce that the 2006 June Franklin Naylor Award for the
Best Book for Children on Texas History is awarded to Eric Kimmel,
author, and Susan Guevara, illustrator, for their book The Lady in the
Blue Cloak: Legends from the Texas Missions, published in 2006 by
Holiday House, New Y ork.

The award was made Saturday, May 19, by Valerie Riefenstahl,
daughter of June Franklin Naylor, in Dallas, Texas, at the 116"
Annual Convention of the Daughters of the Republic of Texas.
Although unable to be present to accept the award, author Eric
Kimmel confessed in aletter to the Library Committee that it was
Davy Crockett as portrayed by Fess Parker “who sparked my life-long
interest in American history and the story of Texas independence. The
first book | ever purchased with my own money was John Myers
Myers The Alamo.” He credited Adina de Zavala with originally
collecting the legends he choseto retell in her classic book History
and Legends of the Alamo and Other Missionsin and around San
Antonio.

Also unableto attend was illustrator Susan Guevarawho
commented in a letter of acceptance, “History gives bones to our
present, wingsto our future.” For her, “The Texas mission legends
have an enchanting mixture of faith, folklore, and the magically real,”
qualities reflected in Ms. Guevara's luminous oil on canvas paintings.

A three-member panel of judges comprised of historians,
educators, and librarians judge the entries. The 2006 committee
included its chairman Dr. Barbara Immrath, professor in the School of
Information, the University of Texas at Austin, and committee
members Dr. Viki Ash, Coordinator of Children's Services, San
Antonio Public Library, and Linda Plevak, Library Director,

collections and to strengthen each person’s experience while visiting The Alamo.” Ms. Peterson also stated that
discussions are underway with the City of San Antonio to improve visitor access to Alamo Plaza and to expand
the historic footprint of the Alamo grounds.
"We feel strongly that our mission extends well beyond the shrine itself,” the President General explained.
"We have amajor responsibility to insure that the meaning of this symbol of liberty is forever taught to our

citizens and their children.”

Mrs. Wilkinson confirmed that the DRT is finalizing plans to launch a multi-million dollar fundraising
campaign to implement major priorities: expanded TEA-approved teacher in-service programs; more grade-
appropriate programs for primary and secondary students; an Alamo summer camp for children; a full-time

living history program; technology and training for distance learning and multimedia presentations, including a
virtual tour; a new multi-story building for the library; and an enhanced Alamo website. The effort is being led
by San Antonio civic leader and DRT member Erin Bowman. Ms. Bowman reaffirmed that as formal plans are
being approved, initial conversations with business and philanthropic leaders across Texas and the nation are
taking place.

Donations generated by the current Capital Campaign for the Alamo and the DRT Library will be received by
the DRT and placed under the management of the San Antonio Area Foundation. Donations will be held ina
fund designated for the benefit of the Alamo Complex, with acknowledgements and tax receipting handled by
the foundation.
